No public comment was given.

PUBLIC HEARING:

ADJUSTMENTS TO THE 2014-15 GENERAL AND ENTERPRISE OPERATING BUDGETS.  THE ADOPTION OF FISCAL 2015-16 OPERATING BUDGETS FOR THE GENERAL FUND, THE DEBT SERVICE FUND, THE CAPITAL PROJECTS FUND, THE CULINARY WATER FUND, THE SEWER FUND, THE ELECTRIC FUND, THE IRRIGATION WATER FUND, AND THE STORM WATER FUND.  THE PROPOSED TRANSFER OF $200,000 FROM THE ELECTRIC UTILITY AND $50,000 FROM THE CULINARY WATER UTILITY TO THE GENERAL FUND FOR 2015-16. SETTING THE MUNICIPAL TAX RATE FOR 2015-16 (NO INCREASE IS PROPOSED).  SETTING SALARIES OF ELECTED AND APPOINTED OFFICIALS AND OTHER MUNICIPAL EMPLOYEES FOR 2015-16, AND AMENDING SECTION 2.12.010 OF THE HYRUM CITY MUNICIPAL CODE.

Mayor Miller presented a power point presentation of the 2015-2016 Operating Budgets proposal.  The presentation included pictures of the current fiscal year’s projects and proposed projects for the coming year.  The 2015-2016 budget does not include any increases in property tax rates, or utility rates.

ACTION	Councilmember James made a motion to open the public hearing at 7:05 p.m.  Councilmember Clawson seconded the motion and Councilmembers Clawson, Felix, James, and Woolstenhulme voted aye. The motion passed.

Mayor Miller asked for public comment.  There being none Mayor Miller called for a motion to close the public hearing.

ACTION		Councilmember James made a motion to close the public hearing at 7:06 p.m.  Councilmember Clawson seconded the motion Councilmembers Clawson, Felix, James, and Woolstenhulme voted aye. The motion passed.

INTRODUCTION AND ADOPTION OF RESOLUTIONS:

RESOLUTION 15-08 – A RESOLUTION APPROVING HYRUM CITY’S RESIDENTIAL ANTI-DISPLACEMENT AND RELOCATION ASSISTANCE PLAN AND CERTIFICATION.

Mayor Miller said in order for a community or entity to be eligible to apply for a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) the City has to have an Anti-Displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan in place.  This Resolution was provided by the Child Family Support Center and is requesting the City approve it, so the Child Family Support Center can file its CDBG Grant.

ACTION		Councilmember Felix made a motion to approve Resolution 15-08 approving Hyrum City’s Residential Anti-Displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan and Certification.  Councilmember Clawson seconded the motion Councilmembers Clawson, Felix, James, and Woolstenhulme voted aye. The motion passed.
 
RESOLUTION 15-09 – A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE PERSONNEL POLICIES AND PROCEDURE MANUAL FOR HYRUM CITY CORPORATION TO FURTHER DEFINE EMPLOYEE CLASSIFICATION FOR ELECTED AND APPOINTED OFFICIALS.

Mayor Miller said the Utah Retirement System (URS) audited the City in May and is recommending the City amend its Personnel Policy to define employment classification for elected and appointed officials.  The URS wants the retirement benefit defined for elected and appointed officials. The proposed amendments follow the City’s current policy that part time non benefited positions including Mayor, City Council, and Judge are not eligible for retirement.

ACTION		Councilmember Clawson made a motion to approve Resolution 15-09 amending the Personnel Policies and Procedures Manual for Hyrum City Corporation to further define employee classification for elected and appointed officials.  Councilmember Woolstenhulme seconded the motion Councilmembers Clawson, Felix, James, and Woolstenhulme voted aye. The motion passed. 

OTHER BUSINESS:

CONSIDERATION AND ACCEPTANCE OF SOUTHRIDGE ACRES PHASE V.

City Administrator Ron Salvesen said Hyrum City’s Engineer is recommending acceptance of Southridge Acres Phase V. 

ACTION	Councilmember Clawson made a motion to accept Southridge Phase V.  Councilmember Felix seconded the motion Councilmembers Clawson, Felix, James, and Woolstenhulme voted aye. The motion passed.

MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL REPORTS.

Councilmember Woolstenhulme said applications for the Parade are starting to come into the office.  He is working on arrangements for National Night Out Against Crime.

Councilmember Felix said Ellen Rasmussen has volunteered to design and build the City’s booth for the Cache County Fair.

Councilmember James said he has the fireworks ready for the night of July 4th.  

Councilmember Clawson said the Library Summer Reading Program Kick-off Party was well attended there were over 600 families on the City Square. 

City Administrator Ron Salvesen said the City entered into a contract with a company to move City’s rental house on the cemetery expansion property.  However, the contract has expired and the company is asking for additional time but they want to move the house to a lot in Hyrum.  The City Council agreed that the contract has expired and for the City to have the house torn down.
