CALL TO ORDER:  There being five members present and five members representing a quorum, Mayor Miller called the meeting to order.

OTHERS PRESENT: City Administrator Ron Salvesen, Electric Superintendent Guy McBride, and two citizens.  City Recorder Stephanie Fricke recorded the minutes. 
 
WELCOME: Mayor Miller welcomed everyone in attendance.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Councilmember Clawson led the governing body and the citizens in the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

ACTION	Councilmember James made a motion to approve the minutes of March 6, 2014 as written.  Councilmember Allgood seconded the motion and all five councilmembers voted aye.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Mayor Miller said if a citizen has question or would like to make a comment to please keep it under three minutes.

No public comment was given.

SCHEDULED DELEGATIONS:

JACKIE COMBS, UTAH ASSOCIATED MUNICIPAL POWER SYSTEMS (UAMPS) – TO REPORT ON UAMPS PROJECTS.

Jackie Combs from Utah Associated Municipal Power Systems said UAMPS was established in 1980 as a political subdivision of the State of Utah. Its 45 members (the "members") include public power utilities in eight states: Utah, Arizona, California, Idaho, Nevada, New Mexico, Oregon and Wyoming. Each of the Members has entered into the UAMPS Agreement for Joint and Cooperative Action, which provides for the organization and operation of UAMPS. UAMPS' purpose include the planning, financing, development, acquisition, construction, operation and maintenance of various projects for the generation, supply, transmission and management of electric energy for the benefit of the Members.

UAMPS is a project-based organization and presently operates 16 separate projects that provide a variety of power supply, transmission and other services to the Members that participate in them. The Members make their own elections to participate in UAMPS' projects and are not obligated to participate in any particular project. In general, UAMPS and its Members that elect to participate in a project enter into a contract that specifies the services or product to be provided by UAMPS from the project, the payments to be made by the participating Members in respect of the costs of the project and other matters relating to the project.

UAMPS commitment to resource planning includes proactive preparation for the future.  It is critical to assess energy needs before adding kilowatts.  As UAMPS analyzes supply side resources to cover the increasing load, a positive emphasis will be placed on renewable resources.  UAMPS’ goal is to develop a collage of opportunities to satisfy its members’ current and future load needs.  She then reviewed Hyrum City’s load and resources with usage breakdowns.  Hyrum City’s energy usage is unique because unlike most communities, Hyrum City’s energy usage doesn’t fluctuate very much on an hourly basis.  The energy load does peak around noon each day.

BRYLEE SMITH, HYRUM YOUTH COUNCIL MEMBER – TO REPORT ON THE YOUTH LEADERSHIP CONFERENCE AT UTAH STATE UNIVERSITY.

Hyrum Youth Council Member Brylee Smith said some members of the Youth Council attended the Utah State University Youth Leadership Conference.  The conference was very educational and inspirational.  Her favourite classes were on the importance of teamwork; skills to help with bullying; and Jason Hewlitt who spoke on being leaders and giving people a chance to shine and an opportunity to succeed and contribute to the team.  She thanked the City Council for supporting the Youth Council and giving them an opportunity to attend this leadership training.

OTHER BUSINESS:

COMCAST CARES DAY.

City Recorder Stephanie Fricke reviewed the Comcast Cares Day Projects.

CONSIDERATION AND APPROVAL OF REDUCED PARK IMPACT FEES FOR HYRUM SENIOR ASSISTED LIVING CENTER.

City Administrator Ron Salvesen said the developers of the proposed Hyrum Senior Assisted Living Center are preparing the preliminary plat and are hoping to start construction in May.  However, after reviewing Hyrum City’s impact and connection fees they have asked for a reduced park impact fee for the assisted living center units since the people in the center most likely will not be using City parks.  He suggested charging a total park impact fee of $15,000 for the assisted living building consisting of up to 32 units.  

ACTION	Councilmember James made a motion to authorize assessing a total of $15,000 for the park impact fee for the assisted living building consisting of upto 32 units.  Councilmember Allgood seconded the motion and all five councilmembers voted aye.

CONSIDERATION AND APPROVAL TO PURCHASE A VAN FOR THE HYRUM SENIOR CENTER.

City Administrator Ron Salvesen said the Hyrum Senior Center has an opportunity to place a bid on a 12 person van with a chairlift.  The van is owned by the Cache Valley Transit District and has over 100,000 miles on it but appears to be in great condition.  The Senior Center has raised considerably more money that it has in previous years and wants to use that money to help purchase the van.  Since it is a silent bid the specific amount will not be disclosed in this meeting, but will not be more than $15,000. 

ACTION	Councilmember James made a motion to authorize the Senior Center to place a bid on the van from the Cache Valley Transit District.  Councilmember Clawson seconded the motion and all five councilmembers voted aye.

MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL REPORTS.

Councilmember Felix said the East Egg Hunt will be held on April 19 at 9:00 a.m.  The Youth Council will help fill the 5,000 eggs.

Councilmember James said the Senior Center will be appointing new Board Members at the next City Council Meeting.  Baseball and softball registrations are going great and will continue to accept registrations through the end of March.

Councilmember Allgood said the Hyrum Business Breakfast was held last Saturday and there were over 27 people who attended.  Several business owners asked if their business could be listed on Hyrum City’s website.  Councilmember James said just have the businesses email him if they want their business on the City’s website.  

Councilmember Clawson said the Hyrum Royalty Princess Pageant was held last weekend the following girls who were chosen to represent Hyrum City for 2014: Kylie Torrie, Brooke Maughan, Megan Wheeler, Anya Burtis and Janessa Mackay.

Mayor Miller reminded the City Council of the City Employee Luncheon on March 26.    The cities on the southend of the Valley are going to conduct a feasibility study for a Regional Wastewater Treatment Facility.
