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Drought Conditions - In response to ongoing concerns about extremely dry conditions,
Gov. Spencer J. Cox issued an executive order for residential water users to consider the
following conservation practices: delay outdoor irrigation or end irrigation early; follow the
weekly lawn watering guide at https://conservewater.utah.gov/gquide.html; fix irrigation
inefficiencies; purchase and install a smartcontroller or low-flow toilet; reduce indoor water use
by taking shorter showers, turning off water when not in use, and replacing appliances with
water-efficient models; convert turf areas to waterwise landscapes; be an advocate of water
efficiency by setting an example and help educate friends and neighbors on the importance
of water conservation; and reduce indoor water waste.
